To give delegated authority to the Service Director, Public Health & Protection, to
produce the final Public Spaces Protection Order relating to Dog Controls in
Aberdare Public Park and ensure its publication on the Council's website.

To set the fixed penalty notice for failure to comply with the requirement of the
Public Spaces Protection Order at f 100.
