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A 23.8 kWp photovoltaic (PV) system was completed in September 2023 at
Miskin Primary School, Mountain Ash. The solar installation generates
electricity from daylight and feeds into the education centre’s electrical
system. The power generated replaces electricity being imported and
supplied from the national grid and is saving money on electricity costs.
