Since our last letter in early September, we’ve reached an exciting 
stage: the concrete floor slab for the new school is now complete. This 
means you can start to see the layout of the building taking shape and 
get a sense of its size. 
We’ve also been busy with drainage works and preparing level ground 
so that scaffolding can be safely put up from early October. 
 
In addition, brickwork has now started on site. We’re pleased to let you 
know this work is being carried out by Falcon Construction, a local 
brickwork company, who will be working with us until April.
