STATUTORY CONSULTATION 
 

Glenavon Terrace, Gilfach Goch – Proposed Prohibition of Waiting 
Restrictions 

 
Following close of the pre-statutory consultation, for which we would like to thank those 
who made comment, the Council is proposing to introduce prohibition of waiting at any 
time restrictions (double yellow lines) in Glenavon Terrace, Gilfach Goch.  

The proposed restrictions will help ensure that the bend adjacent to No. 75 Glenavon 
Terrace is kept clear, making it easier for vehicles (such as emergency service 
vehicles) to manoeuvre said bend whilst also increasing visibility. The increase in 
visibility will allow drivers more time to react to oncoming hazards such and 
pedestrians or oncoming vehicles, therefore reducing risk of collision.  

In turn, the prohibition of waiting restrictions would also apply to the lengths of footway 
running alongside, helping to keep them clear of parking which may otherwise obstruct 
the footway. This will reduce the need for those walking and wheeling to travel directly 
in the highway to avoid said vehicles whilst also maintaining access to the dropped 
kerbs outside and opposite No. 75 Glenavon Terrace.  

As a result of the proposal the Council are holding a statutory consultation.
